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HORWICH CARNIVAL RACES – SUNDAY JUNE 21ST 2009

Dear Resident/Business,

The annual Horwich Carnival Races will be held this year on Sunday 21st June.  The Horwich Carnival Races committee really appreciate the support that local residents and businesses have previously given to the event and we need to ask you for your co-operation once again on the day.  The organising committee have been working closely with a number of organisations in order to minimise disruption on the day.  To stage the event safely and successfully it is necessary to close the following roads: 
9.30am to 5pm approx on Sunday 21st June 2009:
· Chorley New Road from the Crown Roundabout to Winter Hey Lane;

· Winter Hey Lane for its entire length to Lee Lane;

· Lee Lane to the Crown Roundabout;

Other roads affected by the diversion are: Scholes Bank, Crown Lane, Vale Avenue and Mason Street. 
We need to ask that all vehicles are removed from the above roads which make up the race circuit (Lee Lane, Winter Hey Lane, Chorley New Road) during the road closure times.  The race circuit will be monitored before and during the event and if any vehicles are left on the race circuit and are deemed to be causing a health and safety risk to the event then they could be removed.  
Vehicles may be parked inside (but not on) the race circuit but there will be restricted access only via Curteis Street and Rock Street.  All residents / businesses vehicles situated inside the race circuit will ONLY be able to cross Chorley New Road from Curteis Street onto Rock Street.  ‘No Parking Cones’ will be placed on all of the roads.  Please find attached  a map which shows the exact closure details along with the programme of events for the day.
To assist with the safe and successful running of the Races, we have enlisted the assistance of Showsec, a very well established nationally operated company who specialise in crowd and traffic management at large scale public events.  We would ask that people please respect the instructions of the Showsec stewards particularly at the vehicle crossing point at Curteis Street and Rock Street.  
The stewards must ensure that it is safe to let vehicles cross before allowing them to do so and must do so in a manner that will not cause a problem for approaching event participants.  Your patience at this crossing point is really much appreciated.
Just to reiterate that with the exception of the Race Circuit, everywhere else is accessible by vehicle.  Even if people need to access businesses / properties on the race circuit then the stewards will assist drivers in getting their vehicles as close as they can.  This may mean taking a slight detour so please work with the event stewards as they may not be from the local area.  Everywhere is accessible on foot.
The races again comprise a mix of event from national championships in both running and cycling to encouraging local participation through a schools challenge cycle race and the ever popular fun run and bike street race, with the Horwich Carnival Parade  also a  highlight of the programme. 
The Horwich Carnival itself takes place on Station Park on both Saturday 20th and Sunday 21st  June with fun activities for all the family. The carnival parade leaves Ramsbottom Road at 12midday on the Sunday, then along Victoria Road, Church Street, onto the Races circuit at Lee Lane to the Crown Roundabout and back down Chorley New Road to Ramsbottom Road.
